Independent Seattle film Far Too Gone
 to be Nationally Distributed
 Seattle, Washington- September 1, 2004 - Seattle Independent filmmaker Brian Labrecque has just signed a distribution deal for his feature film Far Too Gone with New York based company Go-Kart Films. This deal will enable the film to be available at most major rental and sales outlets starting 2005. Far Too Gone was written and directed by first-time filmmaker Brian Labrecque and shot entirely in Seattle.

 Far Too Gone is an eclectic blend of trash and pulp destined to join the ranks of the many cult movies reminiscent of a John Waters, Christopher Guest movie. The film is a psychodrama in which a “documentary” film crew from New York follows Josh (played by Brian Labrecque), an interesting deluded young man who believes he is Tori Amos. The film explores the reasons behind Josh’s new persona through interviews with Josh’s family members and flashback scenes. The bulk of the film follows Josh (doing a very bad drag and having no resemblance to Tori Amos) about town as he delights in telling the filmmakers of his many accomplishments and adventures. He is accompanied by his adoring girl friend Malaise (played by Felicia Banegas) and his cynical, wisecracking 

“best-friend” Salem (played by Rob Devoe). Watching Josh interact with everyday life, when everyone he meets with seems to derive pleasure in his fiascos, is like watching a bad horror movie, you are embarrassed for him but can’t stop watching it. “Josh is a super hero because he feels that he can do things that other people can’t. He has no limits and that makes him great!” says Labrecque.

 
The release of the Far Too Gone DVD will have special features such as director’s commentary and a behind the scenes section. “It will give people access to how a low budget Independent is made.” says Labrecque. 
 
Go-Kart films was developed out of Go-Kart Records, a 10-year old label that developed a fan base from grass root methods. The record division deals mostly with punk and alternative music and true to their sister company the film division will handle strictly independent and alternative type films. Labrecque states, “ I think that it is about time. It will be great to have the film available to people all over the country to be able to watch and enjoy who wouldn’t of necessarily been able to see it before.” Currently Mr. Labrecque is writing his sequel to Far Too Gone aptly titled, F**king Brutal.
